As the Campus 2010 development plan
continues to take shape, three integrated
design competitions have been launched to
harvest ideas for a range of new buildings
and facilities at the University.

Development on a scale surpassing that of
the initial building of the 1850s is planned,
with expressions of interest invited from
designers for a new Faculty of Law building
adjacent to Fisher Library, a student services
and library building on City Road linked to
the Wentworth Building, and a significantly
upgraded campus public domain, including
a car-free pedestrian mall and landscaped
environment along Eastern Avenue.

The improvements to the campus are
designed to keep the University at the
forefront of higher education in Australia.
Vice-Chancellor Professor Gavin Brown
said: “This is a major investment by the
University. We want to determine our own
destiny and recreate the bold ambition
shown by our visionary founders over 150
years ago.”

Senior Deputy Vice-Chancellor Professor
Ken Eltis, who chairs the Capital Program
Advisory Committee, said the work was
the most significant capital project on the
campus since the Quadrangle was built.

“It will make a huge difference to the
campus environment,” he said. “We are not
just putting up new buildings, but vastly
improving the qualitv of the nublic domain
in the most heavily
